We believe that the Lord Jesus Christ ascended to Heaenglorified body (Acts
1:910) and is now seated at the right hand of God as our High Priest and Advocate (Rom.
8:34; Hebh. 7:25).

The Person and Work of the Holy Spirit

We believe in the deity (Acts 58 and the personality of the Holy Spirit.

We believe that the Holy Spirit convicts the world of sin, righteousness, and judgment
(John 16:811). He regenerates sinners (Titus 3:5) and indwells believers (Rom. 8:9). He is
the agent by whom Christ baptizes all believers into His body (1 Cor-14:12e is the
seal by whom the Father seals believers unto the day of redemption (Edd) 18 is
the Divine Teacher who illumines believers' hearts and minds as they study the Holy
Scriptures (Rom.

The Son of God sovereignly assigns the pifitiee ministry of
the gifts in the body, and the Father provides the energy in the outworking of the gifts
(1 Cor. 12:46). Each believer is to exercise his spiritual gift(s) for the common good to the
building up of the body of Christ (Eph. 4t2).

Webelieve that the gift of speaking in tongues, which was a sign to the nation of Israel,
and the other sign gifts gradually ceased as the New Testament was completed and it
authority was established (1 Cor.

We believe that the human race sinned in Adam (Rom. $1&2}in is universal in
man (Rom. 3:23), and that it is exceedingly heinous to God. We believe that man inherited
a sinful nature, that he became alienated from God, that he became totally depraved, an
that of himself, he is utterly unable to remedyldss estate (Eph. 24, 12). We believe
that all men are guilty and in a lost condition apart from GRisn. 2:1)

Salvation

We believe that salvation is a gift of God's grace through faith in the finished work of
Jesus Christ on the cross (Eph-2:8Christ shed His blood to accomplish justification
through faith, propitiation to God, redemption from sin, and reconciliation of man. "Christ
died for us" (Rom. 5:8) and "bore our sins in His own body on the tree” (1 Peter 2:24).

We believe that athe redeemed, once saved, are kept by God's power and are secure
in Christ forever (John 6:340; 10:2730; Rom. 8:1, 389; 1 Cor. 4:8;1 Peter 1.5; Jude
24).

We believe that it is the privilege of all who are born again to rejoice in the assurance
of their salvation through the testimony of God's Word (Rom. & Tan. 1:12;1 John
5:13). We also believe that Christian liberty should never serve to giveasiondo the
flesh (Gal. 5:13).

We believe that the Scriptures disclose several aspects of sanctification. In addition to
God's work of bringing a sinner to Ch(BfTim. 2:13) the sinner is set apart to God. This is
positional sanctification and refdp his standing. He then undergoes a process whereby the
Holy Spirit quickens his affections, desires, and attitudes, enabling him to respond in faith to
live a life of victory over sin. This is progressive sanctification and refers to his state (2 Cor.
3:18; 7:1; Gal. 5:1@5; Eph. 4:2-29, 5:2527; Col. 3:10). Some day his standing and his
state will be brought into perfect accord. This is prospective, or ultimate, sanctification
(1 Thess. 5:23; 1 John 3:2).

The Church

HISTORY

The roots of Calvary Bible College go bamka 75 years. In 1932, Dr. Walter
Wilson, along with Dr. R. Fuller Jaudon and Dr. David B. Bulkleyjpooded the Kansas
City Bible Institute in Kansas City, Missouri. Dr. Wilson served as its first president. Six
years later, in 1938, Dr. Nye J. Langmdolended the Midwest Bible and Missionary
Institute in Salina, Kansas; it later moved to St. Louis, Missouri. In 1947, Rev. A. H. Levin
founded the Ozark Bible Institute near Ozark, Arkansas.

All three schools became colleges offering baccalaureate slegineeKansas City
Bible Institute and the Midwest Bible and Missionary Institute received national and
professional accreditation through the Accrediting Association of Bible Colleges. In 1961,
these two colleges merged to become Calvary Bible Colleggtedbin Kansas City,
Missouri.

The Ozark Bible College and Institute changed its hame in 1976 to Citadel Bible
College to avoid confusion with a nearby college with a similar name. In 1987, Citadel
Bible College merged with Calvary Bible College, whiets lsontinued its operation in
Kansas City.

Since ministry is the normal expression of a healthy Christian life,
degreeseeking students are expected to minister while attending Calvary. The number and
types of ministries eguired will vary with each degree program. Traditional college
students will be given one semester of ministry to find a church where they will attend and
become involved during their time at Calvary.

Students are responsible to adjust their schedule, employment, and other activities st
that assignments may be faithfully carried out.

Conduct

Spiritual expectations for students at Calvary Bible College are purposefully high.
They could not be otherwise and follow biblical principles. Calvary seeks to create and
encourage a godly atmospheresfadents to make spiritual decisions.

Primary to spiritual growth is a consistent, personal devotional life along with faithful
fulfilment of responsibilities. These responsibilities include attending classes, chapel
services, prayer meetings, local dhurservices, and similar activities. Consistent
completion of class and Christian ministry assignments and proper adjustment to college
life also demonstrate maturity.

The College has the responsibility, under God, to maintain standards that are above
repoach.

Students wishing to become engaged while enrolled at Calvary are o ihéor
Student Deans Office at least one month prior to the intended engagement. Students und
the age of 21 are to present a letter from their parents or guardians blessing the engageme
The intended engagement will be held in confidence until the emgag is announced
publicly.

Because the lifetime commitment of marriage requires significant wisdom and
maturity, students are strongly encouraged not to marry until they have completed their
sophomore year or have reached the age of 20.

This is to allow for a time of adjustment before continuing
studies. Students not following this guideline will be required to withdraw from Calvary for
the remainder of the semester in which they marry.

Attending Calvary Bible College is a privilege, not a right. The College may insist on
the withdrawal of a student at any time that the student, in the opinion of the College, does
not conform to the established regulations and standards of conduct.

Housing
A minimum of six credit hours needs to be taken to live on campus.
Single and doubleccupancy rooms are provided for women students in Esther Hall
and for men students in Stephen Hall. Each room is equipped with a sink, vanity, and one
closet per studénDorm rooms have individually controlled heating systems. Lounges are
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provided on each dorm floor, and each building is equipped with laundry facilities. Inquiries
for College housing in one of the dorms should be directed to the Student Deans Office.

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ACADEMIC POLICIES

Student Responsibility
Students are responsible to know and abide by the policies, procedures, regulations
and requirements set forth in the College catalog and publigigeants to it.

Orientation
New freshren and transfer students are required to attend the orientation session
scheduled just before the start of their first semester at Calvary. This time is used to inform
them of College policies and regulationgntmduce them to the faculty, to register them
for their first semester of classes, and to provide opportunity to socialize with fellow
students. The Orientation Fee charged for this at registration covers the cost of the sessiol
and social activities.

Academic Classification
Students are classified as being either degree students, those seeking a degree
certificate, or as nowegree studentjose taking classes to satisfy requirements at another
college or for other personal reasons.
Degree sidents are classified according to the number of credit hours they have
earned:

Freshmen — FR ( 1- 29credithours)
Sophomores — SO ( 30- 59 credithours)
Juniors — JR ( 60- 89 credithours)
Seniors — SR (90+ credithours)
Nondegree — ND (not classified by hours)

Academic Honesty
It is assumed that all students enrolled at Calvary have done so for the primary purpos
of learning. As such, students are expected to refrain from those actions that contradict thi
purpose and which wouldgpardize their Christian character and testimony.

Academic Load

A normal academic load is 16 credit hours per semester. A minimughoofdBt
hours per year for four years is required for a student to earn a degree in a professione
major requiring 26 credit hours. Some majors require more than the minin@orédit
hours. Students desiring to enroll for more than 18 credit hours in a semester are required t
obtain the written approval of the Registrar and should have a cumulative grade point
averagef 3.0 or above.

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Assignments
Students are responsible dortime fulfilment of all assignments made by professors.
Grades may be reduced for late work. Assignments are to be completed according tc
accepted standards for research, investigation, reposipelling, organization, style,
grammar, neatness, and originality.

Class Attendance

All students, regardless of classification, are expected to attend all scheduled meeting:
of classes for which they are registeffent. traditional college classesstudentmissing
more than the equivalent of two weeks of a scheduled course may be penalized up to on
full letter grade;a studenimissing more than the equivalent of three weeks of a course
automatically receive an EA (excessive absences) or failing grade for the course. One
absence will be assessed for every three times the student is absent from a class for a total
10 minutes pless (i.e., for being tardy, for leaving early, or for leaving for a time in the
middle of a class). Students who are absent from a class for more than 10 minutes will be
assessed an absence for that class. Classes missed the day before and/dioaftesndca
holidays are counted as double absences.

Some classes meet for less than 16 weeks. The above policy will be prorated base!
upon theactual meetingchedule of the class. For example:a Ibnehour class was
scheduled to meet for 2 class loelach weekt would end in 8 weeks. A student would
be able to miss only one week of class or two class hours without being penalized for
excessivabsences. Three absences-fmuahalf weeks) would be all that is necessary
to receive an EA or faily grade for the class.

One week of compassionate absence will be granted for the death of an immediate
family member gpouse, child, parent, sister, brotleergrandparent). The completing of
missed assignments is left to the discretion of each professor in each class. Classes miss
as part of the compassionate absence are not considered part of the general absence po
of the College.

In no case is the cedtion of class attendance taken as intent to withdraw from a
course. Students, however, who have missed or been absent for more than three weeks o
course may be administratively withdrawn from that course by the professor. If the date of
the administrive withdrawal is prior to the last day to drop a class, the student will receive
a W (withdrawal) grade. After that date, the student will receive a WF (withdraw failing) or
failing grade. If allowed to stay on record until the end of the semesteudiiat snissing
more than three weeks of a course will receive an EA (excessive absences) or failing grade

Student appeals for exceptions to these policies are to be submitted in writing to the
Academic Dean or Registrar for consideration by the Acadeani@ulum Committee.

Auditing a Class

Auditing a class is open to any degree student currently enrolled in a class for credit.
Auditors attend class under the regular class attendance policies. They are not required 1
take examinations, quizzes do other projects that may be assigned. At the discretion of
the professor, auditors do not participate in class discussions or have assignments grade
Academic credit is not received and hours are not computed in the grade point average. /
class being alited may not be changed to being taken for credit after the last day to add a
class. Only regularly scheduled classroom courses may be audited and then only for the
hours for which the course is scheduled. Not all courses are available for audi& Privat

Taking a Class for Personal Enrichment

Taking a class for pensal enrichment follows the same guidelines as auditing a class
with two exceptions. First, the person does not have to be a degree student. Secon
attending the class does not generate an academic record. Therefore, there are no transcri
for classesaken for personal enrichment. A certificate of attendance may be issued at the
end of the course for those persons successfully completing the course for persona
enrichment. Please note that a-degree student cannot pay the degree student rate for
personal enrichment, but rather must pay the rate for someone who is not a Gtoighent.
registration is not available for personal enrichment participants. Forms are available at the
Registrardés Office.

College Life Seminar

To insure students attding Calvary Bible College have the learning skills required to
complete their programs and have academic success, three courses must be taken during
first semester of attendancehe College Life Seminar course is designed to help students
adjust tacollege life, to gain an understanding of the philosophy and goals of the College, to
learn how to obtain the most out of their courses, and to learn to organize their time to
accomplish their objectives in each coutalege Life Seminar is taken togetiwith the
course Developing a Biblical Worldviewhich isdesigned to teach students how to live
according to a biblical worldview. Students on academic probation may be required to
retake this course. There are only three ways that a student rbayeired to take the
first half of this course at Calvary when it is offered:

1. By having earned credits at another college in an equivalent class which will

transfer to Calvary.
2. By having earned a minimum of thirty credit hours at another college with a
minimum cumulative GPA of 2.5 (on a 4.0 system).

3. By having the Dean of Studentsd pe

Students who have transferred in and have previously taken a courséosibalege
Life Seminar, will take Developing a Bicéil Worldview, which centers on teaching a
biblical worldview. The Truth Projectclassroom assignments, and discussion will help
lead the student to develop a view of the world that is biblical.

First Semester Course Work

All enrolling freshmen andldransfer students will be required to take a minimum of
two additional courses their first semester at Calvary Bible College. Students beginning in
the fall semester will be required to take Grammatical Analysis (EN111) and Survey of Old
Testament Litature (RP111) in addition to College Life Seminar (GE100). Students
starting in the spring semester will be required to take College Composition (EN112) and
Survey of New Testament Literature (RP112) in addition to College Life Seminar (GE100).
Studentsexempt from this requirement are those who have already passed CLEP or AP
exams or have transfer credits from college work taken through accredited colleges (applie:
to all degree seeking students taking more than 7 credit hours in the traditional format)
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Course Cancellations
All course offerings are subject to enrollment minimums. The College reserves the
right to cancel classes for which there is insufficient enroliment.

Course Levels and Requirements

Students are to complete all lovierel courseequirements before taking highevel
ones. Thus, a student's 18@el course requirements are to be completed before the student
takes 20@evel courses, 20@vel courses are to be taken beforeld808l courses, and so
on. When circumstances wartasitidents may take courses in the next higher level while
completing course requirements in a lower level. To take a course two or more levels highel
than the student's class year, approval is to be obtained from the course professor, th
student's acadécradvisor, and the Academic Dean

Credit Hour

Final Examinations

Faculty give final examinations in accordance with the schedule issued by the
Registrar.

Grade Point Average

The Calvary grade point average (GPA) is calculated usingltbeifg formula:
GPA equals total grade points from courses taken at Calvary divided by total credit hours.
Total grade points is the sum of the products of the credit hours of each course taken &
Calvary times the grade point value of the grade eameddh course (sé&rading
Systend for grade point values). Total creldurs ar¢he sum of the credit hours taken at
Calvary. Pass/Fail courses do not affect total credit hours for the purpose of calculating the
GPA. The Calvary GPA is calculated usiogly courses taken for credit at Calvary.
Transfer credit does not affect the Calvary GPA.

Repeating a Course

When a course is repeated for credit, normally both grades are posted and calculated i
the semester and cumulative grade point averatmsever, under specific circumstances,
a student may elect to repeat a course and use only the second grade for calculating tt
cumulative GPA. The first grade will continue to be printed on the transcript, but in a
section for repeated courseand will not affect the section used to record the
degree/certificate program. The student may repeat up to munaaf 24 credit hours.

Individualized/Independent Study Courses
Individualized courses are exceptional arrangements permitting course credit to be
earned for a nedassroom study or for a regularly scheduled classroonedouns taken
for additional credit or less credit. For a fotessroom study, the student is to be at least a
junior with a cumulative Calvary GPA of 3.000 or above. For a regularly scheduled
classroom course for extra credit, the student is to betat legzhomore with a cumulative
Calvary GPA of 2.750 or above. Any student may take a regularly scheduled course for less
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credit. No more than eight semester hours ofatessroom study or extra credit taken in
conjunction with a regularly scheduled ceurmay be used to meet graduation
requirements. Written approval for each study is required from the Registsat, thed e n t |
academic advisothe professor overseeing and grading the stumfhe Academic Dean.

Proficiency Examination
A proficiencyexamination is a course examination covering the content of a subject or
course in which the student is knowledgeable. Approval from the Registrar is required in
order to take the exam. Upon successfully passing the exam and upon the recommendatic
of theprofessor administering the exam, the requirement for that course is waived. No credit
is granted for the waived courdmit an elective course may be taken to make up the
required credit hours.

English Proficiency
During the first dayef EN111 Grammatal Analysis (3 credit hours), students are
given a proficiency examinatiorApproval from the Registrar it required to take this
exam. If the exam is passed with a high enough score, the course is waived for that studer
The three hours that areiwed will be added to the elective requirements of the general
education area.

Registration
Enrollment in a class is not official until the proper regisinaforms have been
processed throughe Registrar's Office and all financial obligations haeen paid, or
approved arrangements for payment have been made in the Financial Aid Office and
Cashierds Office.

registered. After the first two weeks of the semester, if therstigl still not officially
registered, the student will be administratively withdrawn from school and asked to leave.

Students whose cumulative grade point average falls below a 2.000 at any time will
have earned the aoademic status of APr
Probationary students are subject to academic limitatonb restrictions on
extracurricular activities such as athletics, drama, and musical groups. No student on
academic probation may suit up for athletic games or travel with the team. However, they
may practice with the team. Students on probation aregibledlor Calvary scholarships
and may not be eligible for federally funded financial aid. They also may not be a Resident
Assistant.

Commencement Participation

Commencement exercises are held annually at the conclusion of the spring semeste
Participation in these exercises is required of all graduating students.

Students patrticipating iBaccalaureate and Commencement exercises are to have
completed all of their academic requirements prior to the date of Commencement.
Internships are to be completed in the years prior to the year graduation is anticipated. Any
credit to be transferred toalary (including correspondence courses) from other
institutions granting collegevel academic credit are to be completed and official
transcripts received by the Registrar's Office no later than the Wednesday prior to
Commencement.
