COURSE DESCRIPTION

This course examines what the Bible teaches about the Church, angels including Satan, and end
time events (Ecclesiology, Angelology, and Eschatology).

This course is offered in two formats: in-person and online. Students registered for in-person
attend the classes in person. Online students attend the classes via the online classroom. For both
in-person and online students, assignments and interaction outside of the class period are done in
the learning management system.

COURSE OBJECTIVES

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6.Articulate a clear understanding of angels, Satan, demons, the church, and God’s plan for the
future, as well as how this understanding impacts contemporary Christian living (PLO 3, 5)

7.Be able to define and defend key doctrines related to angels, the church, and future things
using appropriate biblical passages (PLO 3) (A 1-5)

8.Define and distinguish the major millennial positions held by evangelicals (PLO 3, 4)
(A 1-5)

9.Evaluate the relationship and impact of Premillennialism and Dispensationalism, and critique
opposing systems (PLO 3, 4) (A 1-5)

10. Recognize and explain the crucial contribution normal hermeneutics makes to the
dispensational premillennial position (PLO 1, 3, 4) (A 1-5)

TEXTBOOKS

Bible. The Bible is a required textbook in every course at Calvary University. To facilitate
academic level study, students are required to use for assignments and research an English
translation or version of the Bible based on formal equivalence (meaning that the translation is
generally word-for-word from the original languages), including any of the following: New
American Standard Bible (NASB), English Standard Version (ESV), New King James Version
(NKJV), or King James Version (KJV). Other translations and versions based on dynamic
equivalence (paraphrases, and thought-for-thought translations like NLT and NIV) may be used
as supplemental sources. Please ask the professor if you have questions about a particular
translation or version.
